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Policy

The District will only use Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Registered approved pesticides. The Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act regulates the use of pesticides in the United States, but there are no specific provisions in the law about the use of pesticides in schools.  The District will only use EPA approved pesticides in accordance with the directions outlined.  That is, regardless of where they are used, pesticides are used only as directed by their labels.

The District will use an integrated pest management program and may include making structural repairs to prevent pests from getting into a building, using baits and traps as needed, improving sanitation, providing proper receptacles and limiting food and drink to designated areas.  If pesticides are needed, integrated pest management generally suggests lower grade/level chemicals be utilized by the District. Additionally, commercial applicators are typically contracted to apply pesticides dependent on the location and extent of infestation.

The District’s principal means of ensuring proper use of pesticides is enforcement of the Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) and agency-provided label directions, restrictions and precautions.
