TOBACCO POLICY

Smoking and the use of tobacco on school grounds is a violation of state/federal law and is hereby prohibited.  This ban extends to any student, employee, or visitor to the school, and applies at all times, whether or not school is in session.  Students may not have possession of tobacco products on school grounds at any time.

The superintendent or his/her designee is directed to take reasonable steps to inform students and employees of this policy, to post signs on school property, and to provide notice to visitors and those who are invited to attend school activities in bulletins, programs, and announcements related to school events.

Students who violate this policy will be disciplined under the school’s disciplinary policy and procedures.

Employees who violate this policy will be subject to disciplinary action in accord with applicable employee policies, employment contracts and requirements of law.

Others who use tobacco on school grounds will be informed of this policy and asked to comply.  A person failing to comply will be asked to leave school grounds.  A person who refuses to comply or leave school grounds when requested to do so under this policy may be referred for prosecution as a trespasser.

For purposes of this policy, “school grounds” means any property and facilities owned or leased by the school and used at any time for school related activities, including but not limited to buses, school buildings, areas adjacent to school buildings, athletic fields, parking lots, and vehicles in said lots.

Consequences for violation of the tobacco policy

FIRST OFFENSE:  1.  Minimum of 1 day in-school suspension.  2.  Parent/guardian is contacted and required to meet with the principal and read and sign the Tobacco Policy.  3.  The student(s) must meet a minimum of one time with the Health Coordinator.  4.  Legal authorities will be contacted and a fine may be issued.

SECOND OFFENSE: 1.  Minimum of 3 days suspension.  2.  Parent is contacted.  Suspension begins on the following day.  3.  Legal authorities will be contacted and an increased fine may be issued.

THIRD OFFENSE:  1.  Minimum of 5 days suspension.  2.  Referral will be made to an outside cessation agency by the administrative team.  Any expense incurred by this action will be borne by the parents or legal guardians.  3.  Legal authorities will be contacted.

Failure to comply with the above requirements will result in additional suspension from school, the student being prohibited to return to school until participation in the above procedures, and/or further disciplinary action taken by the School Board, including long-term suspension (more than 10 days).

In addition to these consequences, students who participate in extracurricular activities will be subject to additional disciplinary measures.  Administrators will forward the offense to the acting Athletic Director.
