Transportation Policy

Preamble

The board will furnish transportation to students of the school.  The board will establish routes and designate stops after considering both the safety of children and efficiency of operation.

Eligible Riders

A. Resident pupils grades K-12 will be transported if they live on or adjacent to the established routes.  

B. Persons authorized by the Administration and/or School Board for specific reasons (for example, chaperones, parents, coaches, etc.)

C. Any exceptional circumstances, such as locations not on a regular route.

D. It is the policy of the Fletcher School District not to consider the transportation of any student who resides on a Class 4, non-Town road or non-State of Vermont highway.

Regular Bus Routes/Bus Stops

A. Routes and stops will be reviewed on an annual basis by the Administration, along with the Transportation Supervisor with input from transportation personnel with emphasis on a safe, efficient and economical system.  This annual review will take place in August prior to the start of school.

B. The bus routes will be published in The Messenger and Buyer’s Digest.

C. The district will provide an a.m. and a p.m. run for all eligible students.  Mid-day transportation arrangements for Kindergarten students will be provided. 

D. The bus routes will be examined in September by the Administration, Transportation Supervisor, and the bus drivers and any necessary adjustments will be made.

E. Pupils will ride designated buses only.  Exceptions to this policy will be made only with written permission approved by the office and given to the bus driver.  Students are encouraged to bring notes needing approval to the office prior to the start of school in the morning.                                                              
F. Pupils will be picked up and discharged only at designated stops within Fletcher town limits.  Exceptions to this policy will be made only with written permission approved by the office and given to the bus driver.  Students are encouraged to bring notes needing approval to the office prior to the start of school in the morning.

G. Inclement weather, road conditions, road construction, etc., may necessitate a deviation from the scheduled routes and/or bus stops.  Notification will be given if time permits.  Bus drivers are expected to use their best judgment in these types of situations.

H. No bus shall be loaded beyond the capacity indicated on the inspection certificate.  Standees are allowed only in emergency situations.  The administration shall be notified by the Transportation Supervisor of any overloaded conditions.

Other Bus Service
A. School buses may be used for extra-curricular activities, class field trips, and any other activities that may be sanctioned by the School Board.

B. Transportation for field trips, athletic events, etc., authorized by the school, will only provide services to the event and return to the school.  Students may disembark the bus at their home on the return trip with the consent of the coach or advisor.
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
