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Policy

The Fletcher School Board considers field trips, planned for specific educational purposes, an integral part of the school program. In addition to grants and other funding, the board may provide a particular amount of funding for such trips in the annual school budget.

The administration shall regulate all field trips to assure:

A. General Day Trips

1. All trips including 6th grade overnight trips are scheduled with educational goals and focus.

2. The safety of the students.

3. The adequate adult supervision of students.

4. That all trips and specific arrangements for them have the advanced approval of the Principal.

5. That a master permission slip shall be issued for each scheduled field trip.  Written or oral permission will be obtained from each parent.  

6. That parents or guardians are provided with advance notice. That parents or guardians will be notified at least 2 weeks in advance when possible. Parents or guardians who do not wish their child to participate should notify the school.

7. That sufficient funds remain in the budget to cover the cost of the trip.

8. That no child be excluded from participation for economic reasons.

9. That arrangements are thorough, complete and in compliance with school district policy and state law.

10. Field trip procedures will be developed by the school administration.

11. Transportation will be provided by an approved bus company for all field trips excluding preschool students.

12. Parents may transport their own child for a day field trip. All students traveling in a private vehicle on a field trip must be accompanied by their parent or guardian in the vehicle.

B. Overnight Field Trips

1. Field trips will be no longer than three (3) days in duration. 

2. Transportation will be provided by an approved bus company.

3. All volunteers for overnight field trips will need to have current criminal record check on file with the district office as required by State and Federal guidelines, unless they are rooming with their own individual child. Therefore, students who are not accompanied by their own parent chaperone will only room with a chaperone who has been fingerprinted.

4. All overnight or out-of-state field trips be approved in advance by the Board of School directors at least 3 months in advance.

5. The School Board will approve a trip coordinator to oversee fundraising and trip planning.

6. A lead chaperone/trip leader must be approved by the school board.

7. All overnight trips will require board approval 3 months prior to the trip.

8. Parent chaperones are responsible to pay their own expenses.
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
