Policy
It is the policy of the Fletcher School District to discourage and restrict solicitation of students and staff on school premises for commercial or political purposes.

Implementation
1. Permission to post bulletins announcing services to students or staff will be obtained from the Principal. 

2. Commercial or political materials will not be distributed whatsoever. 

3. Fund-raising activities will require approval of the Principal. 

4. Sales or solicitation on the school premises require the approval of the Principal. 

5. Distribution of any informational materials not related directly to the instructional program of the school will require the Principal's approval.

6. Parents will have the option at the start of the school year to opt out of “directory information” under the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) that the school may disclose to other organizations. (See Pupil Privacy Rights: Student Surveys Policy)

The Superintendent or his or her designee will develop procedures that will guide the decision making process.
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
